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NOW, THEREFORE, Declarant hereby declares that all of the properties described
above shall be held, sold, and conveyed subject to the following easements, restrictions,
covenants, and conditions, which are for the purpose of protecting the value of and
desirability of, and which shall run with, the real property and be binding on all parties
having any right, title, or interest in the described properties or any parts thereof, their heirs,
successors and assigns, and shall inure to the benefit of each owner thereof.

1. The property which is and shall be held, transferred, sold, conveyed and occupied
subject to this Declaration is located in Bingham Township, Orange County, North Carolina,
and is more particularly described as:

BEING all of Lots 1, 2 and 3, Spring House Subdivision, as shown in that
survey drawn by Holland Land Surveying, RLS, which survey is recorded in Plat

Book 90, at Page 32, Orange County Registry, to which reference is made for a

more accurate description of the same.

2. No lot shall be used except for residential purposes. However, the construction
of barns, outbuildings and sheds on the property is permitted. In addition, one detached
guest house not to exceed 1,000 square feet may be located on a lot. Nothing contained
herein shall prevent the use of the property by a professional person for his or her own
private office located entirely within his or her dwelling.

3. No tract or lot of land shall be further subdivided; provided however, this
prohibition shall not be interpreted as denying a contiguous property owner from acquiring
or disposing of a portion of his or her Iot for the purpose of improving the shape or
dimension of said lot or lots of land, provided that any area so sold or exchanged shall be

added to and become a part of the adjacent lot and that all property added to the subject

property shall be subject to the restrictions and covenants contained in this Agreement.

4. Boats, campers, satellite dishes in excess of two and one half feet in diameter,
antennae and clothes lines shall not be located on a lot so as to be visible from any street
or any other lot.

5. Unlicenced all terrain vehicles shall not be allowed on any lot or subdivision road.
This prohibition shall not exclude the use of four whee! drive cars or trucks.

6. Exterior security or street lights which remain on ail night shall not be allowed on
any lot or road within the subdivision. This prohibition shall not include security lights that
remain on for a short period of time, ie. five (5) minutes.

7. No noxious or offensive activity shall be conducted upon any lot, nor shall anything
be done thereon which may be or may become an annoyance or nuisance to the
netghborhood.

8. No animals, livestock or poultry of any kind shall be kept or maintained on or in
any lot or on any dwelling, except that household pets which shall include dogs and cats,
may be kept or maintained provided they are not kept or maintained for commercial
purposes, and provided that they do not create a nuisance to any lot owner in the
subdivision. In the event that an animal becomes a nuisance or an annoyance to ancther
lot owner in the subdivision, then the lot owner must permanently physically restrain the
animal in a reasonable, safe and humane manner so that the animal is no longer a nuisance
or annoyance to another lot owner.

9. No signs of any kind shall be displayed to the public view on any lot, except for
a sign of not more than three (3) square feet advertising the property for sale or rent may

be used by the lot owners.
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
